6.2 Circulation space for 180° wheelchair turn The space required for a wheelchair to make a 180° turn shall
be not less than 2070 mm in the direction of travel and not less than 1540 mm wide.

NOTE: A space of 2270 mm in the direction of travel and 1740 mm wide is preferred.

6.3 Circulation space for 360° wheelchair turn The space required for a wheelchair to make a 360° turn shall
be not less than 2250 mm by 2250 mm.

NOTE: A space of 2450 mm by 2450 mm is preferred.

6.4 Width of path of travel The minimum clear width of a path of travel shall be 1200 mm except at doors (see
Clause 11.6).
6.5 Passing space for wheelchairs Passing space for wheelchairs shall be as follows:
(a) The minimum width of space required for two wheelchairs to pass each other shall be 1800 mm.
(b) Where a path of travel is less than 1800 mm wide, passing spaces at intervals of not more than 6 m shall be

provided as follows (see Figure 3):
(i) On one side of the path of travel—the path of travel shall be not less than 1600 mm long and 1800 mm

wide.
(ii) With the space distributed equally on both sides of the path of travel—the path of travel shall be not

less than 2000 mm long and 1800 mm wide.
NOTE: Path width needs are shown in Figure 2 as a guide for designers.
